Lesson Overview:   This is a foundational lesson about salvation.  It has one simple goal:  
To teach children the Good News of the salvation of Jesus Christ, and lead them into the 
Kingdom.  Having a complete understanding of the salvation doctrine is essential for 
children who claim the salvation of the Lord for their lives.  Upon completion of this lesson, 
children should be able to convey to other the meaning of salvation, and its requirements. 
 
Requirements for the lesson:   

1. A newspaper or the attached bulletin. 
2. The narrow door from previous lessons. 

 
Object Lessons and Lead-in to the Lesson:   
 
“Things”   Find some energetic youth you would like to perform this skit, and perform 
it for the children. 
 
“The Rome Gazette”   Read the attached bulletin, “The Rome Gazette”.  You can 
even show a current newspaper, and explain how we still record things that happen so 
we can keep it for years and years to come. 
 
“The Sin Barrier”   This is a simple illustration of how sin keeps us from God.  
Remind the children of how no one who got “fat” on sin could get through the narrow 
door.  Have a willing classmate stand on one side of the door.  You or a helper stands 
on the other side.  Hold your hand out and keep the student from passing through the 
door.  Explain how God cannot expose himself to sin, so if there is sin in our lives, then 
we cannot enter into His kingdom.  If we allow Jesus to take our sin away, then we can 
enter.  Allow the student to pass through the door.  
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The Lesson: 
 

DO THE OBJECT LESSON:  “Things” 
 

1.  Is The Bible Real? Begin by giving the class some “false” observations 
about the Bible.  You can say how you just love reading 
the Bible.  It has so many wonderful fairy tales,  and 
wouldn’t be wonderful if all of the stories were true.  
Someone in the class should pick up on this and tell 
you that the Bible is real-life stories that really happened.  
If they do not, you can simply tell the class, “This is how 
some people view the Bible, and that all of it is  true.   
  
QUESTION: Is the Bible real? 
 How do you know that?  
 Did Jesus really live/die? 
 Did he rise from the dead? 
 
These are some tough questions.  People will ask these 
questions when we tell them that we are Christians.  We 
need to be ready to give them an answer.  Fortunately, 
there are answers to these questions. 
 

 a.  Not The Only Book That 
Says God Is Real 

QUESTION:  Do you think that the Bible is the only 
book that tells us about Jesus?   
 
The answer to this question is NO.  Several others 
who were not Jesus’ followers wrote about him.   
 

  (1)  Pilot Remember Pilot from the Bible?  He is the one who 
gave in to the Jewish people and sent Jesus to die on 
a cross.  He wrote all about Jesus in his records. 
 

  (2)  Josephus Josephus was a Jewish newspaper writer, who wrote 
all about Jesus’ crucifixion (that’s how they killed Him 
on a cross).  Even Josephus knew how incredible 
everything was that happened that day and wrote about 
the happenings.  
  

DO THE OBJECT LESSON:  “The Rome Gazette”  
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 b.  Bible Not A Storybook The Bible is the greatest history book ever written.  It 
tells us about things that happened long ago.  It tells 
everyone exactly how the world, the animals, plants, 
and people were created.  Even better, it tells us how 
God sent His Son Jesus to save us from our sins.  It 
even tells us about everyone’s future—yours and mine.  
We know it is true, because other books tell us so.  We 
also know that Jesus is true in the same way. 
 

 c.  Predestination: QUESTION:  Do you think that the Bible talks about 
you? 
 
It does!  It says that God had you in mind from the 
beginning.  Isn’t that the coolest thing!  God knew you 
were coming, and He sent Jesus to die on a cross so 
you could live with Him forever in heaven.  
 

2.  Why Is Jesus Important To 
Us? 

 
 
 

 a.  Fall Of Man A long time ago, there were some people messed up 
God’s perfect plan. 
 
QUESTION: Who were these people? 
 What did they do that was so bad? 
 
Adam and Eve disobeyed God’s simple little instruction 
to live the tree of the knowledge of good and evil alone.  
They didn’t know God’s Word (the Bible to us) good 
enough, and the enemy tricked them.  The same thing 
happens to us, so we needed help.   
 
QUESTION:  What did God do to help us? 
 
Yes, He sent His Son Jesus to die, so that we would 
not have to die. 
 

  (1)  What’s Sin?!? DO THE OBJECT LESSON:  “The sin Barrier” 
 
QUESTION:  What is sin?   
 
This is the bad things we do that God does not allow. 
 
QUESTION:  Can you think of some ways that people 
sin, especially those ways children may do? 
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  (2)  The Evil In The 
World 

QUESTION:  Who Brought In The Trouble?  
 
We did.  People did.  There is so much sin in the world 
today.  It’s everywhere.  Your parents have to tell you 
not to talk to strangers because of all the sin that is in 
the world.  We even have special rules in schools now 
because of dangerous people.   
 

  (3)  What Will We Do? We are not perfect people—no one is.  We can do some-
thing very important so God counts us perfect again.  God 
can do this because it gets the sin out of our lives.  
 
QUESTION:  What is this thing that we can do so that 
God will count us as perfect again?  Ask Jesus into 
our heart! 
 

 b.  Without Jesus, We Die Having Jesus in our hearts is the only way that God 
will ever let us in to heaven.  Without Jesus, we will 
not get to live forever in heaven.  Instead, we will die 
forever in a terrible place.  That last part doesn’t sound 
too good to me.  What do you think? 
  

3.   Salvation: QUESTION:  So how do we get Jesus in to our hearts? 
 

 a.  Believing By believing.  Just to say that we have Jesus in our 
heart is not enough.  We have to believe it.  If we pray 
and ask Him to come to us, then He will.  He will show 
you that He is real—more real that even you are.   
 

 b.  Speaking Tell others about him.  We must tell people He is in our 
heart.  This is Jesus’ greatest command to us. 
 

 c.  Living  We have to know that if we say we believe, then we 
will keep His rules for us.  We call these “commands”.  
Jesus said that if we don’t keep them, then we are lying 
when we say that He is in our heart. 

4.  Call To Salvation If you have children that are not saved, give them an 
opportunity now.  Lead any takers in a sinner’s prayer.  
Have the others pray along with them as you ask them 
to repeat after you. 
 
If all the children are saved, then have them put their 
hands in the air.  Have them wave their hands around.  
Hake a big deal out of it.  Perhaps you can even finish 
with a “Salvation Party”.   
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This skit begins with a rich young man who has everything--except Christ that is.  He’s 
eager to stand in front of his mirror and boast to himself of his riches, family, friends, 
possessions, and lack of need.  Soon, several messengers will come and bear him bad 
news.  He must come to the realization that only God can help him, and only faith can 
bring him peace. 
 
The Rich Man:  Boasts to his mirror about:   
 Money. 
 Family. 
 Cars, planes. 
 Houses 
 Friends. 
 Possessions. 
 Even his good physical shape. 
 
Servant #1:   Sir!  Sir! something terrible has happened! 
 
The Rich Man:  Come now, what could be so terrible? 
 
Servant #1:   You know that man who works for you and seemed so nice--the one that 

took care of your money? 
 
The Rich Man:   What do you mean “took care of it?” 
 
Servant #1:  Well, it seems he’s can off with all of your money to another country.  Sir, 

you’re broke!” 
 
The Rich Man:  (In anguish)  Oh no!  What will I do?  (With false self-reassurance)  I 

know!  I’ll just make more money, like I did the first time--even more! 
 
(Interruption--Servant #1 leaves as servant #2 enters) 
 
Servant #2:  Sir! Sir! 
 
The Rich Man: (Irritated) Yes, what is it!   
 
Servant #2:   A terrible thing has happened! 
 
The Rich Man:   What could be worse than loosing all my money. 
 
Servant #2:  Your factory has burned down.  All your workers are leaving you.  What 

shall we do? 
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(Enter servant #3) 
 
Servant #3:   Sir!  Sir!  Your plane has crashed! 
 
The Rich Man:  So what.  Big deal! 
 
Servant #3:  But that’s not all.  Your family was coming back from their vacation on it, 

when it just crashed! 
 
The Rich Man:   (In sorrow)  Oh God!  What have I done that you would take all of my 

wonderful possessions away? 
 
(Enter the Doctor) 
 
The Rich Man:   (Notices the Doctor)  Oh Doctor.  Can you help me?  I’ve lost 

everything:  My family, my home, business--everything.  I need help!  I’m all alone! 
 
The Doctor:  (Uncaring)  No, I’m afraid I can’t.  In fact, you have not lost everything--

yet. 
 
The Rich Man:   What do you mean? 
 
The Doctor:   You’re dying.  You will soon loose you’re life. 
 
The Rich Man:   Oh!  I’m ruined! 
 
(Enter a Little Girl)
